Regulation
on holding the International UNESCO Associated School Video Contest
“Ob – Irtysh River Basin:  Youth is Studying and Preserving the Natural and Cultural Heritage in the Regions of the World’s Great Rivers”
(further on referred to as the Regulation)
I. General
1.1 The Regulation defines the terms and conditions of holding the International UNESCO Associated School Video Contest “Ob – Irtysh River Basin:  Youth Studying and Preserving the Natural and Cultural Heritage in the Regions of the World’s Great Rivers ” (further on referred to as the Contest).
1.2 The founders and organizers of the Contest are the Russian Federation UNESCO Commission and the Department of Public and External Relations of the Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug – Ugra.
1.3 The participants of the contest are creative teams and individuals, students of the UNESCO associated schools, aged 14 – 18 from Europe, CIS, and the Russian Federation.
1.4 The goal of the contest is to engage students of UNESCO associated schools in solutions related to preservation of the natural and cultural heritage of the regions within the framework of interregional and international cooperation.
1.5 The main tasks of the Contest are to:
Set up prerequisites for new creative forms in ecological and environmental protection themes;
Study experience of interregional and international youth associations in nature preservation.
II.  Contest Timeframe
2.1.  The Contest timeframe is October 1 - December 10, 2020.
2.2.  Contest submissions are received from October 1 to November 16, 2020.
2.3.  Materials for the Contest should be submitted as videos and created by the students of the UNESCO associated schools, having the right of ownership for the presented videos.
III. Nominations
3.1.  Contest participant submit videos in the following nominations:
3.1.1.  Volunteer work in environment protection.
3.1.2.  Nature preservation project.
3.1.3.  International cooperation in ecological project implementation.
IV.   Submission acceptance
4.1. Contest participants should fill out an application form in keeping with the requirements of p. p. 5.1 – 5.4 of the Regulation and send it to unescorussia@yandex.ru ;  ZubkoNO@admhmao.ru.
4.2. Submissions should not infringe copyright or any other third-party intellectual property rights.  In case violations are found, those videos will not be admitted for the Contest.
4.3 Submissions are not returned or reviewed.
V. Submission Requirements
5.1.When filling out the application, the following submission information should be mandatorily provided (see Attachment to the Regulation):

video title;

author (first name, middle name, last name);

video duration (min/sec);

shooting date;

summary;

download link.
5.2.  Videos’ specifications:
MPEG4, Resolution: 1024 x 768 and above; audio format:  MPEG-1 Layer II  audio/AAC/MP3 Stereo.
Video duration:  3-4 min.
Videos in the English language should contain Russian subtitles.
Videos should be stored on a cloud server; the download link should be given in the application form.
5.3. Video Content Recommendations
Summary of the school profile, directions, and school’s special features;
Brief biodata of the project team and the participants’ contribution to the cause of nature preservation and environment education;
Description and justification of the problem addressed in the video;
Project task and goals
Expected and achieved results;
Outlook for the project implementation
5.4  Submission of the application form signifies his/her acceptance of the terms of non-commercial use of the video participating in the Contest.
VI. Contest Wrap-up
6.1. The Contest results are summarized by the Contest Commission, whose members are appointed by the Department.
6.2.  The members of the Contest Commission are appointed from the members of the Russian Federation UNESCO Commission, executive branches of the Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug – Ugra government and the media community of the Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug – Ugra.
6.3. The Contest Commission is headed by the Chairman, and in his absence by his deputy.
6.4. The Contest Commission Secretary oversees organizational work and protocols.
6.5.  Winners for each nomination are selected on a 5-point rating system using the following criteria:
information content;
depth;
presentation uniqueness;
practical value.
In case the numbers of collected votes for contestants are equal, the vote of the Chairman prevails.
6.6.  In case the winner (winners) in the nomination(s), given in Section III of the Regulation is (are) not defined, the members of the Contest Commission, may consider increasing the number of winners in other nominations.
6.7.  Not more than three winners should be selected for each nomination. The 1st place winners are awarded a souvenir and a winner diploma.  The 2nd and 3rd place winners are awarded a laureate diploma.
6.8.  When summing up the Contest results, the Contest Commission may give special prizes.
6.9.  The decision of the Contest Commission should be put down in a protocol signed by the Chairman (in absence of the Chairman by the chair of the meeting) and the secretary.
6.10.  Memorable souvenir and diploma award procedure will be conducted remotely by sending them to the address of the UNESCO associated school given in the application.
6.11.  The Contest results are posted on www.ugra-tv.ru -  the official website of the Department of Public and External Relations of the Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug – Ugra.
